Admission Requirements

In addition to the criteria established for general admission to graduate
studies, applicants must have the following:

1. Abachelor's degree in engineering, technology or closely related field
2. Anundergraduate GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale and few repeated courses

Probationary Admission

Applicants must have an undergraduate GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale and
submit official GRE scores. While under probation, students may enroll in
nine credit hours of course work in their program area. The nine hours must
be completed with 3.0 GPA or higher.
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
