iii. Dean Parette provided GSAC members a handout from the United States Copyright Office, Library of Congress.  GSAC representatives are to review the handout and offer suggestion.
e. Constitution and By-Laws were passed by the Graduate Council last Spring

i. Dr. Parette mentioned discussing the number of representatives from each department due to low attendance

f. Budget—Restructuring

i. It has been suggested that the School of University Studies and Graduate Studies and Research be combined

ii. This would affect graduate school admissions, applications for candidacy, and applications for graduation, just to name a few

g. Thesis—3rd reader

i. Graduate Studies and Research will entertain recommendations for a third reader

ii. Graduate Studies and Research has the final authorization for the third reader

h. Possible formalization of the non-thesis option

i. Suggestions include:  committee of at least two faculty members, more structure

i. Nursing/Communication Disorder program fees

i. The Departments of Nursing and Communication Disorders now have a $250.00 per semester program fee.  This is due to the accreditation requirements of these programs which raises the cost to the University for these programs.
j. Dean Parette has an open-door policy for all graduate students

4. Dr. Milde

a. Department vs. Program representatives

i. Limiting representatives to two per department excludes some programs in departments with more than two programs

ii. Discussed last year that department representatives were preferred to limit the number of members 

5. Dwayne Crites

a. Restructuring

i. Record our opinions and ideas for the record

ii. Suggestions included:  petition for graduate students to sign, graduate coordinators signing petition too, committee to produce resolution, and letter recognizing Dr. Parette.  

iii. Letter recognizing Dr. Parette approved by GSAC.  Dwayne Crites, Chair, to have rough draft available Wednesday, 9/18/02, and final draft available for signatures Friday, 9/20/02 in GB 303A.  Letters will be delivered Friday afternoon to President Dobbins, the Executive Staff (to include Vice-Presidents and Provosts), the President of the Board of Regents, and Dr. Parette. 

iv. Topics to be covered in the letter include:  keeping Marsha and Gail in the restructured office (if it comes to that) to provide continuity of services to graduate students; recognizing Dr. Parette for implementing GSAC and increasing visibility of the graduate school; mention that discussions regarding restructuring developed after the 2001-2002 academic year which prevented many students from offering input when it may have made a difference; mentioning that the graduate school is highly specialized; and accredited programs are a lot of work for a Dean to keep up with.
