(Submission Deadlines:  March 1 if admitting in fall semester; October 1 if admitting in spring semester)

The student must first apply and be accepted to Southeast Missouri State University prior to applying to the Nursing Program.  An unofficial copy of all previous transcripts must be submitted with the nursing application.  

The student is required to have completed a previous bachelor’s degree, as well as the seven following pre-requisite courses:  Anatomy & Physiology I, Anatomy & Physiology II, Chemistry, Microbiology, Statistics, Nutrition, and Developmental Psychology.  These hours of pre-requisite coursework must be completed before beginning any nursing classes.  Once beginning nursing courses, students will have four semesters with 15-16 credit hours per semester, which will allow no further opportunity to take any remaining courses.

Applicants are admitted on a competitive basis using the overall college grade point average (GPA) plus the top three grades in the four required sciences as extra weight.
