
ART SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION 
(Required for VPA Art Scholarships) 

 
There are 5 VPA Scholarships awarded each year for entering freshman (that is declared) 
art majors or minors.  Each of the five awards varies, up to a maximum value of $1,500 
per academic year.  These VPA Scholarships are renewable each year up to a maximum 
of four consecutive academic years if the recipient maintains a cumulative Southeast 
GPA of 3.0, and completes a minimum of 30 credit hours per academic year, and 
maintains enrollment and progress toward the art major or minor.  
 
Award Criteria:  Enhanced ACT composite score of at least 21, cumulative high school 
GPA average of 3.0 (4.0 scale), exceptional artistic promise as measured by portfolio 
review by Art Scholarship committee, acceptance at Southeast Missouri State University 
and declaration of an Art major or minor.
