  Junior Band – Week 1 – July 10th through 14th – for students in Grades 7 and 8 or those students 
who have had no less than two year’s ensemble experience. 
  Elementary Band – Week 2 – July 17th through 21st – for students in Grades 5 and 6 or those 
students who have had no more than one year’s ensemble experience. 
  Junior Band – Week 2 – July 17th through 21st  – for students in Grades 7 and 8 or those students 
who have had no less than two year’s ensemble experience. 
  Senior Band – Week 2 – July 17th through 21st – for students in Grades 9 through 12 who have had 
significant experience with ensemble playing, OR – junior high students recommended for a senior band position by 
their band director.  NOTE:  Auditions are held for chair placement in this band, and we will send you the 
practice music upon processing your application.

If you receive your application after the school year has ended, it is not necessary to obtain your band director’s 
recommendation.  We do, however, strongly recommend that you have had at least one year’s experience.

PLEASE make every attempt possible to have your application and enrollment check for $350 (made payable to 
Southeast Summer Music Camps) mailed in EARLY so that you will receive your I.D. card and all detailed 
instructions at least ONE WEEK prior to the start of the camp you are attending.  Your I.D. card is about the size of a 
business card and functions both as receipt and admission to camps during check in.  Please be sure you have it 
with you upon arriving.  All of this greatly reduces the time and confusion at check in and allows you better 
preparation time.  
 
REFUND INFORMATION:  It is possible to withdraw your application and receive a refund if the request is made and 
postmarked at least 5 working days prior to the first day of the camp for which you are enrolled.  After the 5-day 
deadline, only 50% of the enrollment fee will be refunded.  Once the camp has started, no money will be refunded for 
any portion of that week.  When requesting a refund, please do so in writing, and be sure to return the camp I.D. 
card.  A $25 processing fee is deducted from all refunds and is done during processing.  Therefore, it is not 
necessary for you to include the fee with the refund request.  Again:  NO REFUND CHECK WILL BE ISSUED 
WITHOUT THE NAME, FULL MAILING ADDRESS, AND SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER OF THE PERSON TO 
WHOM THE CHECK WILL BE WRITTEN – AND AGAIN – THE REQUEST FOR A REFUND MUST BE MADE IN 
WRITING.
